The Gospel of Christ

We are lost and powerless in our sin. 
We deserve death, judgment, and 
separation from God (Rom. 3:23).



The Gospel of Christ

But Jesus died to pay for our sin, and 
He rose to show His power over death 
(1 Cor. 15:3–4, 56–57).



The Gospel of Christ

If we trust Jesus—if we accept His 
sacrifice for our sin—God will forgive 
us and consider us righteous  
(Acts 16:31; Rom. 3:22).

We who have trusted Jesus no longer 
need to fear punishment for our sin 
(Rom. 6:23).
